Uniform 

& PE Equipment

Please ensure that, for the start of the new academic year, your child has the approved school uniform and very importantly, that it is clearly named.  Children should wear red shorts and while T-shirt for PE.  The children can wear trainers instead of plimsolls as they give the feet more support for running activities.  Trainers will only be allowed for outside activities.  PE activities  inside are usually conducted in bare feet, however if they need to wear shoes inside for any reason e.g. if they have a verruca they will need plimsolls for this.  Children will not be allowed to borrow kit from other children.  Please check that your child’s footwear will still fit in September.
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School Dinners
If your child would like school dinners, the cost is £2.00 per day, £10.00 per week.  Payment is due in advance and should be sent to the school office in an envelope, clearly marked with your child’s name and stating ‘dinner money’.  Cheques should be made payable to “HCC”.  Thank you.
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It is a legal requirement that we record all absences.  If your child is ill, we do ask that you please call the office as soon as possible.  If we do not hear from you, we are obligated to call you.  Thank you.
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Sickness

We have received new legislation dictating that an ill child who is vomiting should remain at home for 48hrs after the episode and until the child has tolerated at least one normal meal.   Thank you.
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Forms
If your child needs to take medication during the day i.e. antibiotics, the school’s policy requires you to complete and sign a medicines form, which you can obtain from the office.  Thank you.
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Lost Property
The lost property will be out on display on Monday 19 July.  Please come and take a look to see if any of this belongs to your family.  Unfortunately, if is left unclaimed, we will have to dispose of it.

Attendance & Holidays
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May I courteously remind parents that taking holiday during term time is not an entitlement and can only be authorised at my discretion and only for up to 10 days in total. I am aware that some of you are seasonal workers and have no choice but to take holiday in term time but I would urge you all to think before you book.  In any case no holiday will be authorised in May when KS1, KS2 and end of year tests are taking place throughout the school.
Absence from school does affect children’s progress and we want all our children to do as well as they can.
