Year 3/4 

Cycle 1
	French

Je parle français
Children are introduced to France and the French-speaking world through map work. They learn to ask and answer simple questions relating to their name and how they are feeling and demonstrate basic understanding by responding to simple classroom instructions. Some simple phonic sounds are introduced.

Je me présemte
Children dive deeper into basic phonics for numbers to 12, making predictions about spellings and learning to write individual words. Using their new knowledge of numbers, pupils build upon their bank of simple questions and responses by giving their age as well as talking about where they live. At the end of the half term they learn about Christmas celebrations in France

‘Ours brun’
Pupils learn about Epiphany celebrations in France. They are introduced to a simple range of nouns (along with the indefinite article) and learn to create simple sentences using the starter voici (here is). Through phonics activities, children are introduced to simple adjectives (colours) and explore noun/adjective order and how it differs to English. New vocabulary is used to create a mini book, containing a simple retelling of the Ours Brun story.

‘La chenille qui fait des trous’.
Using phonics, children learn to say and spell the names of the days of the week. Pupils learn a new range of nouns, this time fruits, and continue to consolidate their use of the indefinite article, creating simple sentences. The concept of adding an ‘s’ to create a plural is introduced and children create mini books to retell the focus story La chenille qui fait des trous.’ in their own words.

As-tu un animal ?
Nouns for pets, such as chat and chien (from ‘Ours Brun’) are revised, along with some other pet names (all masculine to avoid agreement complexities) accompanied by their indefinite articles. Children review simple question forms and learn to answer the question as-tu un animal? A range of new adjectives are introduced where no agreement is needed.  Children describe their pet using il est e.g J’ai un chat. Il est gentil

‘Vive l’heure du goûter’.
Children are introduced to the typically French concept of goûter (the after-school snack). They compare and contrast the sorts of foods eaten and drunk in France as a snack and those in the UK. Pupils learn a new set of nouns, this time introduced by the definite article. Pupils create simple sentences using the verb ‘manger’. Children taste some typically French goûter snacks and use j’aime (I like) and je n’aime pas (I don’t like) to describe them, attempting to incorporate conjunctions to extend their sentences. The year ends with le 14 juillet celebrations.

Year 3/4 

Cycle 2
	French


C’est mon anniversaire
Children spend a lesson focusing on the position of France within the French-speaking world through map work before revisiting some simple questions and responses (name, feelings, where they live and their age). This bank of familiar questions and responses is built upon through the introduction of numbers past 12 as far as 31, which will allow children to ask and answer questions relating to their date of birth.

	‘La surprise de Handa’
Through the picture book, La surprise de Handa, children discover a new range of simple nouns, many of which are cognates. They then revise the position of the majority of adjectives in sentences and practice creating their own descriptions. Children taste the fruits written about in the book and use positive and negative sentence constructions to describe whether they liked them or not. Further positive and negative contractions are introduced with j’adore and je déteste. The term finishes with a focus on French Christmas traditions.

Artist Study
Sonia Deluanay
 Through the work of the French artist Deluanay, pupils are introduced to shape vocabulary and discover the importance of noun and adjective agreement. New prepositions of place are introduced to be used creatively in an art project in the style of Deluanay.  Learners use familiar verb forms in new contexts to describe the pictures that they create. French April Fool’s traditions are discussed and celebrated.

	Quel temps fait-il 

Epiphany is celebrated to start the half term. Using their increasing knowledge of phonics, pupils learn to say, read and write a range of phrases to describe the weather, as well as responding to questions about what the weather is like. They learn the points of the compass and discuss their relationship to English. Prepositions of place are introduced for the first time and pupils learn to use them correctly, depending on the context. Children use everything they have learned to create a short weather report, for the island of Chile (they perform to the class.

Pupils learn a variety of different items of clothing and describe what they and others are wearing, including an adjective of colour to add more detail. Children consider what items they would take with them on holiday to a particular destination in the Francophone world and explain why, using vocabulary relating to the weathe

	Je vais en vacances.
Children explore a variety of holiday destinations around the Francophone world, comparing the location and climate. They use this knowledge, combined with all that they have learned about different items of clothing, to describe what they would pack in their suitcase for a trip to a particular country and why.
The year ends with a celebration of le 14 juillet.

Year 5/ 6
Cyle 1
	Chez moi

Pupils revisit the map of France and the Francophone world, focusing in on places that they know and recognise. Following on from a revision of the types of questions to gather personal information about a person. Pupils then move on to talking about where they live, whether their house is big or small and who they live with through a range of fairy-tale characters.

	‘Les citrons ne sont pas rouges’

Through the picture book, Les citrons ne sont pas rouges, children explore agreement of nouns and adjectives in the masculine, feminine and, for the first time, the plural. Children explore the way that agreements sound verbally and how they look when they are written down. They use bilingual dictionaries to find their own nouns to create a book, based on the original, which describes the colours of various objects, food items and animals.

Using text and images, the children work out the names for various buildings and features around the town, concentrating on whether they are masculine or feminine. They build on their knowledge of prepositions of place to describe where certain buildings are located within the town and use this vocabulary to ask for and give simple directions to a partner or to the class. Children create a short description of their town, to tell a read what can and cannot be found there.

	On voyage au Rwanda !

Children start off my discovering information about the city of Kigali, Rwanda’s capital city, including the types of buildings found there. They then move on to more rural areas of the country and they types of animals found there, a huge draw for tourists visiting the country. They spend time describing the animals and their habitats as well as they type of food that they eat.

	Va t’en grand monstret vert

Through another French text – Va t’en grand monstret vert – children revisit the concept of noun/adjective order and agreement in the masculine, feminine and plural, which they have already explored in the Autumn Term. They also consider the importance of adjective / noun order and how it differs from English. Adjectives of size are introduced for the first time and pupils explore their relative position within sentences. Children create their own monsters and describe them using the focus sentence structures.

	On fais des courses
Children learn about shopping in France, from supermarkets to more traditional markets, and the importance of quality ingredients. They practise how to ask for particular food items and find out the cost as well as how to pay. They use all these practical skills on a ‘virtual French trip’ where they travel by plane and work as a team to buy particular items from market stalls in the school playground.  
The school year ends with a celebration of le 14 juillet.

Year 5 / 6 
Cycle 2
	Mon identité
Pupils revisit the map of France and the Francophone world, focusing in on places that they know and recognise.
Children move on to considering their own identify, examining vocabulary to describe skin tone and eyes as well as starting to think about nationalities (both in the masculine and feminine and the languages they speak. They combine this information about their family and their likes and dislikes to produce a small biography.

	‘Les grandes, Grandes Vacances’

Pupils explore the Second World War from a French perspective, conducting research, in French, into the evacuation of children from Paris as the Germans began to advance into France. Children watch parts of the animation Les grandes, Grandes Vacances and spent time retelling selected parts of the story in French, using simple conjugation and dictionary skills.

This unit of work begins with a focus on research and finding out information about Senegal, a French-speaking count in West Africa. After discovering information in French about the capital city, flag, climate and religion, pupils begin to dive further into the culture of Senegal, with a particular focus on musical traditions, including the importance of les griots and the significance of fashion and clothing, shining the spotlight on Dakar Fashion Week.

In this unit of work, pupils begin be identifying a range of predatory animals, using dictionaries. They consider the habitats that the animals live in as well as the food that they eat. Moving on to physical appearance, they create descriptions of the animals, taking into consideration the singular and plural. Finally, the work on a range of verbs to describe what the animal does along with adverbs to describe them.
